CALL TO ORDER: Following due call and notice thereof, Mayor Morey called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Room, City Hall.

ROLL CALL:

SEMINAR: To authorize Tony Klug to attend a Land Application of Biosolids Seminar at New Ulm on May 10 & 11 for a registration fee of $180, hotel fees, meals and mileage reimbursement.  

VISITORS AND COMMUNICATIONS

A.
MOSQUITO CONTROL: David Geske, LaCrosse County Pest Control, reviewed the work he has done for many years for both Houston County and the City of Caledonia.  Mr. Geske explained that prior to the summer of 2004, Houston County had contracted with his office to perform Mosquito Control efforts throughout the County, including within the City Of Caledonia.  When the State of Minnesota cut back aids to counties, municipalities and townships, the County terminated the service, but the City Council opted to continue the mosquito control for an estimated cost of $1,280 for the summer of 2004.  Mr. Geske explained the procedures performed for obtaining information on the mosquito population and eliminating larva.  He informed the Council that costs may increase to as much as $1,500 for the summer of 2005.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Member Fisch, seconded by Member Vick, to continue the mosquito control efforts for a fee of up to $1,500 for the 2005 season.  All members voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.
B.
SOUTH WINNEBAGO ESTATES ADDITION: Norman Snodgrass was listed as a potential visitor for the evening, but did not attend.

C.
INTOXICATING LIQUOR LICENSE ISSUES: Clerk Nelson reported there had been some complaints made concerning regulations applicable to the On Sale Licensing of intoxicating liquor.  Jack Irwin, scheduled to be at the meeting did not attend.  Mr. Irwin was one of the complainants.  Following brief discussion, the council decided by general consensus that Police Chief Shefelbine should investigate the four license establishments for compliance.  
D.
PEDESTRIAN CROSSING AT STH 44/76: Mike Meyer showed the Council his flag used as a crossing guard at the STH 44/76 crosswalk.  The flag has a handle approximately 6’ long.  Approximately 18” of the bottom of the handle was broken off having been ran over by a vehicle passing a stopped vehicle on the right or shoulder of the road.  Mr. Meyer extended the handle of the flag in front of the vehicle to stop it, but the vehicle ran over the flag before the operator was able to bring it to a stop.

OLD BUSINESS

A.
STH 44 / 76 CROSSWALK: Clerk Nelson distributed copies of the application made by the Pipe Stone School District for a flasher on a state highway located there.  This information had been requested and obtained by Member Standish.  
B.
STORM WATER ISSUE: Clerk Nelson recommended that the city contract an engineering firm to evaluate the alleged erosion damage from storm water runoff made by Hilary Allan to consider a permanent solution to the drainage problem.  Following discussion, the Council directed that Clerk Nelson contact Davy Engineering Company for an estimate to perform this work.

C.
CITY DONATION TO CHAMBER OF COMMERCE: Clerk Nelson distributed copies of a Statement of Position issued by the Minnesota State Auditors Office saying that municipalities had no legal bases to pay dues to a local Chamber of Commerce.  Nelson made reference to the council meeting held February 14, 2005, whereat the Council authorized a payment of $150 for membership and $500 for a donation to the Caledonia Area Chamber of Commerce for 2005.  Nelson informed the Council that the City had prepared a check for $650 and would present to the Chamber, but the Council may wish to consider revising the motion made February 14 such that the $650 would be a contribution to the Chamber for the purpose of advertising the City Of Caledonia and was to be used only for those types of expenditures.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Member Fisch, seconded by Mayor Morey, to amend the motion made at the regular meeting of February 14 as recommended by Clerk Nelson.  All members voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.  

NEW BUSINESS

A.
SCHOOL CROSSING SIGN: Enclosed with the Agenda was a specification for a portable school crossing sign which would be intended for placement at the center line of STH 44/76 when the crossing guards were present.  The sign is considered to be well constructed, having a weight of 35-40 lbs.  The cost quote is $220 plus freight and tax.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Member Standish, seconded by Member Fisch, to authorize purchase of the sign.  All members voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.

B.
ZONING APPLICATION – WHISPERING PINES: Clerk Nelson reported that Don Ellestad, Manager of Whispering Pines, asked at the Clerk’s Office if a Zoning Permit, issued in October 2003, authorizing construction of a 10’ x 10’ utility shed would still be honored.  Mr. Ellestad said the shed had never been built since the permit was received and they would now like to proceed with construction.  At this time, however, the plan would be to install a 10’ x 14’ shed.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Member Klug, seconded by Member Standish, to consent to honor the 2003 Permit and authorize Whispering Pines to proceed with construction of the 10’ x 14’ utility shed.  Members voting in favor: Klug and Standish.  Opposed: Morey, Fisch and Vick. The motion was declared failed. 

C.
RESOLUTION – LOCAL PLANNING ASSISTANCE CENTER: At this time the Council reviewed a resolution submitted through Joyce Iverson, proposing to recommend retaining the office of Local Planning Assistance Center at the State of Minnesota, rather than eliminate it or combine it with another office as proposed by Governor Pawlenty for the purpose of decreasing state expenses.  Acknowledging that Todd Bram of the Local Planning Assistance Center was intending to make a presentation to the Caledonia City Council and EDA on Monday, March 21, the Council agreed by general consensus to table the resolution until the next council meeting since the proposed presentation on March 21 would be the first contact the City of Caledonia had ever had with the State Office.      

CLERK’S REPORT

A.
EDA DIRECTORS REPORT: Enclosed with the Agenda was a written report from Joyce Iverson, including 2005 Community Development Priorities, the January – February 2005 Activities and the 2004 Annual Report.
B.
HOUSTON COUNTY SUPERVISED DROP-OFF SITES: Enclosed with the Agenda was a summary sheet for revenues and expenditures of the Houston County Drop-Off Sites for calendar years 2002, 2003 and 2004. The Council did request a follow-up visit from Rick Frank, Houston County Environmental Services Director for a more detailed review.

C.
ATHLETIC FIELD OPERATION: Council Committee Members Vick and Klug reported that a meeting was held with Tina Esch, 2004 Athletic Field Program Manager, who said she would be unable to work for the City for the 2005 Season.  Ms. Esch will advertise for coaching and umpire positions and do the preliminary work for the season, but intends to quit by the first week of May.  Ms. Esch and the committee members will continue to receive applications for coaching and attempt to enlist parent volunteers.  Another committee meeting is scheduled for March 23.

D.
EMPLOYEE TIME RECORD: Enclosed with the Agenda was the Employee Time Record for Pay Period February 14 – 27, 2005.  Distributed at the meeting was the Employee Time Record for Pay Period February 28 – March 13, 2005.
E.
DISCHARGE MONITORING REPORT: Enclosed with the Agenda was the Discharge Monitoring Report for February 2005, showing a Monthly Average Total Nitrogen Level of 5.18 mg/l.
F.
LACROSSE HOME AND BUILDERS SHOW: Clerk Nelson reported that the City had submitted a check on March 7 in the amount of $475 to enroll Caledonia Businesses for exposition at the Home and Builders Show.  

G.
PROJECT CHEMPACK: Enclosed with the Agenda was a letter from the Minnesota Department of Health advising of a new program to place “Nerve Agent Antidotes” at specific regional locations throughout the state.  
H.
SCHOOL CONCESSION STAND: Enclosed with the Agenda were responses to questions concerning the proposed school concession stand for which the Caledonia Rotary Club is soliciting contributions to construct the stand.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Member Fisch, seconded by Member Standish, to make a donation of $500 from the Municipal Liquor Store funds to the Caledonia Rotary Club for construction of the proposed new concession stand at the new Middle/High School.  Members voting in favor: Fisch, Standish and Morey.  Opposed: Vick and Klug.  The motion was declared carried.
I.
LIQUOR STORE: Enclosed with the Agenda was an invoice from Schmitz Refrigeration for a new fan in the storage room where cases of liquor are kept.  The estimate was for an amount $594.  Clerk Nelson reported that the existing fan had stopped causing temperatures in the room to rise sufficiently high for several bottles of wine to expand and blow off their caps.  A motion was made by Member Fisch, seconded by Member Vick, to approve installation of the fan for the invoice amount of $594, acknowledging that the work had already been done.  All members voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.

J.
LAWSUIT: Clerk Nelson informed the Council, regarding the claim of William and Sarah Gordon against the City and Steiger Construction Company for damages to their home and property because of sanitary sewer backup, had been responded to by the appointed League of Minnesota Cities Attorney James Monge.  

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business before the Council, a motion to adjourn was made by Member Standish and seconded by Member Fisch.  All members voted in favor, the motion was declared carried and the meeting then adjourned at 9:45 p.m.  The next Regular Meeting of the City Council is scheduled for 7:00 p.m., Monday, March 28, 2005, in the Council Room, City Hall.
