Monday, July 11, 2005
CALL TO ORDER: Following due call and notice thereof, Mayor Morey called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Room, City Hall.

ROLL CALL:
Members present: Mayor Michael J. Morey; Council Members Paul Fisch, Randi Vick, Gary Klug and Robert Standish.  Members absent: None. Consultants and City staff present: Tom Danielson and Robert L. Nelson. Visitors present: Jane Palen, reporter.

CONSENT AGENDA:  Following brief discussion, a motion was made by Member Klug, seconded by Member Standish, to approve the Consent Agenda items, listed below. All members voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.

MINUTES OF PAST MEETINGS: To approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting held Monday, June 27, 2005, as presented.

CHARITABLE GAMBLING: To approve an Application for Exempt Permit, submitted by Caledonia Founders Days, for the conduct of bingo at 203 History Lane, Houston County Fairgrounds, on August 18, 19, 20 and 21, 2005, waiving the waiting period.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE TOURIST/VISITOR PACKET: Following an explanation of the request, the Council authorize purchasing advertising space on the back of the folder for information packages to be mailed to prospective tourists, visitors or future residents of the City of Caledonia for a fee of $150.  

VISITORS AND COMMUNICATIONS

INSURANCE RENEWAL: Thomas Danielson, Danielson Insurance Agency, reviewed the insurance package for the City Of Caledonia, including property insurance, professional liability, automotive coverage, open meeting law coverage, worker’s compensation, boiler insurance and more.  This coverage would be for period July 1, 2005 – July 1, 2006.  The grand total cost of all coverage’s was $92,169.  For comparison purposes with prior years cost, the following years and amounts are stated: 2000 - $75,665, 2001 - $72,113, 2002 - $76,411, 2003 - $88,529 and 2004 - $79,791.  Some of the major differences/increases in cost from 2004 to 2005 are: Property Insurance - $16,988 to $18,089; Automobile Insurance - $10,567 to $13,606; Worker’s Compensation - $22,293 to $29,797.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Member Fisch, seconded by Member Klug, to renew the insurance policies at the stated rate of $92,169.  All members voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.

OLD BUSINESS

A.
WASHINGTON STREET PROJECT: Clerk Nelson reviewed contractor’s Partial Estimate #7, submitted by Badger Environmental and Earthworks, Inc., for a requested payment of $28,607.62 relating to work performed under Change Order #5.  Following brief discussion, a motion was made by Member Fisch, seconded by Member Vick, to approve the requested payment.  All members voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.

B.
DOERING ESTATES STREETS: Clerk Nelson explained to the Council that Gary Becker, Bluff Country Properties, had requested a letter from the City approving placement of the bituminous surface on Courtney Drive and Cul-de-sacs so the developers could make payment to Mathy Construction Company.  Nelson reported that Mike Gerardy and he had inspected the bituminous surface, finding it satisfactory and recommended furnishing the requested letter to address only the bituminous surface. Following brief discussion, a motion was made by Member Standish, seconded by Member Vick with all members voting in favor, the motion was declared carried.

C.
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: Clerk Nelson reported that the letter, inviting organizations to send representatives to assist the City Council in updating the Comprehensive Plan, had been mailed to all known organizations, churches and other possibly interested governmental entities.  Nelson referenced the flyer on David Drown Associates, included with the Agenda as Addendum #7.  Nelson requested the Council’s opinion on contacting David Drown Associates to inquire about leadership guidance through the Comprehensive Plan by associate member Shannon Sweeney, the representative who assisted municipalities with comprehensive planning.  Nelson inquired further, whether or not the Council would choose to contact a firm which specialized in comprehensive planning as opposed to the multiple types of service offered by David Drown Associates.  Following discussion, Mayor Morey directed that Nelson contact some of the local municipalities referenced on the flyer to inquire about their experience with David Drown Associates.     

NEW BUSINESS

A.
ZONING ORDINANCE: Clerk Nelson reported that the issue of converting single family houses to apartment buildings, tabled at the last meeting, had been discussed with Zoning Administrator Mike Gerardy.  Mr. Gerardy concurs with a proposal to follow the same zoning procedures for such conversions as are practices for new multi-family unit construction.  Following discussion, the Council decided by general consensus that notification letters should be distributed to landlords who practice these conversions with an article published in the Caledonia Argus to contact any landlords, personally unknown to the Clerk’s Office Staff.  
B.
COUNTY ELECTION PLAN: Enclosed with the Agenda as Addendum #9 was information from Houston County concerning the new laws addressing the Help America Vote Act (HAVA) with an outline of possible combinations of precincts to reduce the number of precinct counters and voting machines for the handicapped required for purchase.  The documents contained information on grant monies to be supplied through the state by the federal government to assist with the purchase price of all necessary equipment.  The Council concurred by general consensus that combining precincts would be a wise cost reduction measure.

REQUEST TO BE EXCUSED FROM COUNCIL MEETINGS: Clerk Nelson requested permission to be excused from Council Meetings on July 25 and August 8.  He explained that he was taking a Microsoft Excel Class at WWTI which was scheduled for each Monday evening of July 25, August 1, 8 and 15.  Mike Gerardy, Administrative Coordinator, will attend the Council Meetings.  A motion was made by Mayor Morey, seconded by Member Vick, to excuse Clerk Nelson and to reimburse him for the cost of the Microsoft class and book.

POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORTS: Enclosed with the Agenda were the Officer Activity List and Officer Activity Summary for the month of June 2005.

NOTICE TO PROVIDE INTEREXCHANGE SERVICE: Enclosed with the Agenda was a notice to provide interchange change by CenturyTel Fiber Company II dba LightCore.  
D.
EMPLOYEE TIME RECORD: Enclosed with the Agenda were the Employee Time Record for pay period June 20 – July 3, 2005.  The Council requested employees use the remarks column to make notations of reasons for overtime or other special notations which would explain work at odd hours, and the like.
