SPECIAL MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

Monday, October 3, 2005

CALL TO ORDER: Following due call and notice thereof, Mayor Morey called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Room, City Hall.

ROLL CALL:
Members present: Mayor Michael J. Morey; Council Members Paul Fisch, Randi Vick, and Gary Klug  Members absent: Robert Standish. Consultants and City staff present: Joyce Iverson and Robert L. Nelson. Visitors present: Michael Bubany and Shannon Sweeney.

BUSINESS ITEMS

A.
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: Michael Bubany and Shannon Sweeney were present to provide the Council information on their prior experience with leading municipalities through a Comprehensive Plan process.  Shannon Sweeney, major presenter, informed the Council of various area wide municipalities with whom he had worked on Comprehensive Planning and on other issues.  They provided a 3-ring binder containing the near final Comprehensive Plan for the City of Avon.  Mr. Sweeney said he had also led the Comprehensive Plan study for the City of Spring Valley and a Zoning Ordinance update for the City of Belgrade.  Mr. Sweeney outlined his plan for the process of updating the City Comprehensive Plan.  He would start with an invitation to interested parities, perhaps distributing cameras to the attendees asking them to take photos of at least three things they liked about the City Of Caledonia and three things they did not like.  He would conduct a meeting at least monthly to work through the process and toward the finish of the process recommended that a public meeting be held with an invitation to persons for a meal at which a summary presentation would be made for conducting the update on the Comprehensive Plan, its goals and intended guidance for future development.  He submitted a proposal for a fee of $22,500 and reimbursable expenses such as mileage, printing costs and mapping not to exceed an additional $3,000.  Following their presentation with questions and responses, Council members indicated they would review the materials and most likely address the issue for determination at the next Regular Meeting to be held October 10.

B.
CHARITABLE GAMBLING: A motion was made by Member Fisch, seconded by Member Vick, to approve an Application for Exempt Permit submitted by the Caledonia Lions Club to conduct a gambling event at St. Mary’s School, 308 East South Street, on November 3, 2005, to include Raffles, Pull-Tabs, and Tipboards and granting a waiver of the waiting period.  All members present voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.

C.
RESOLUTION – ELECTION EQUIPMENT: Clerk Nelson presented a Resolution, requested by the Houston County Auditor, to submit to the Minnesota Secretary of States Office with the County’s adopted plan for election equipment and shared precincts for future elections.  The plan, referred to in the resolution, had been presented to the City Council as a draft at a previous council meeting.  Following brief discussion, a motion was made by Mayor Morey, seconded by Member Klug, to adopt the Election Equipment Resolution.  All members present voted in favor and the motion was declared carried. ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business before the Council, a motion to adjourn was made by Mayor Morey and seconded by Member Fisch.  All members present voted in favor, the motion was declared carried and the meeting then adjourned at 7:30 p.m.
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
