REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL
CITY OF CALEDONIA, MINNESOTA

Monday, October 28, 2013
CALL TO ORDER:  Following due call and notice thereof, Mayor Burns called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Room, City Hall.

ROLL CALL:  Members present:  Mayor Bob Burns, Council Members: DeWayne Schroeder, Randi Vick, Bob Lemke and Tom Murphy.    City Staff Present:  City Clerk/Administrator: Ted Schoonover.  Guests present:  Caledonia Argus reporter Clay Schuldt.
AGENDA:  Motion by Mayor Burns, second by Member Vick to approve the agenda as amended.  All voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.
CONSENT AGENDA APPROVAL:  Motion by Mayor Burns, second by Member Lemke to approve the consent agenda, which consisted of the regular meeting minutes from October 14, 2013 Regular Meeting and the October 21, 2013 Special Meeting. Four members voted in favor, Member Murphy abstained and the motion was declared carried.  

VISITORS AND COMMUNICATIONS:  
None.


NEW BUSINESS:  City Clerk/Administrator Schoonover presented the Council with a Payment Request from Winona Mechanical in the amount of $39,050.76.   Motion by Member Vick, second by Member Schroeder to approve the payment.  All members present voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.


Motion by Mayor Burns, second by Member Vick to accept the substantial completion certificate change order #2 for Winona Mechanical.  All members present voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.


Motion by Mayor Burns, second by Member Vick to accept the substantial completion certificate from Griffin Construction Company, noting that the lawn restoration would not be completed until spring.  All members present voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.

Motion by Mayor Burns, second by member Lemke to approve the Contract with Expert T Billing for ambulance billing, pending review by City Clerk/Attorney.  All members present voted in favor and motion was declared carried. 


Clerk/Administrator Schoonover brought a proposal from Moss and Barnett to enter into a contract for the cable franchise agreements.  The cost is estimated to be approximately $10,000.  The revenue we receive from the cable companies over the ten year period is approximately $250,000.  It was noted that we need to ensure that whom ever does the negotiating that Mediacom has not treated the city in a very professional manner and has not finished things they promised would be completed.   It was the consensus of the council to check with some other cities to see who they use and what it costs them.  This was then tabled and no action was taken.


PUBLIC HEARING:  Mayor Burns closed the regular meeting at 6:20 p.m. to conduct an public hearing for a zoning variance for a new residence at 605 E. Center St.  The structure would require a 13’ setback variance on the West property line.   At 6:42 the public hearing was closed and the regular session was reopened.

Motion by Mayor Burns, second by Member Lemke to approve the variance with the caveat that this house not allowed to be closer than it’s neighbors.  All members present voted in favor and the motion was declared carried. 


Motion by Mayor Burns, second by Member Vick to increase the annual pet licenses to $10.00 per dog and cats.  And the Penalty fees at March 1: $12.00, April 1: $15.00, and May 1: $18.00.  All members present voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.


Clerk/Administrator Schoonover presented the council with three proposals to conduct a compensation and wage study.  The lowest was at $10,000.  There was one completed about nine years ago but no one can recall where the file is located.  Consensus of the council was to table this and have the clerk research the last report and who did that one and what the cost was.  Also to ensure they concentrate on job descriptions and not a wage study.  No action taken.


Motion by Member Schroeder, second by Member Murphy to approve the Temporary Gambling Permit for Caledonia Founders on 1-31-2014, and a 1 Day Alcohol Permit for Caledonia City Celebrations on 1-31-2014.  Both being held at St. Mary’s Catholic Church.  All members present voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.


Schoonover informed the board that the applicant that was interviewed on October 21, 2013 declined the initial offer and countered with a figure that the city could just not accept.  He mentioned the City Recruiter has two other applicants in mind and will set up another interview for one or both of those individuals.  


Member Vick brought up an issue on S. Winnebago St.  She was approached by a resident that did not realize the city planned on placing a sidewalk on that portion of right of way.  She is not healthy enough to shovel that much snow and would prefer it not be built.  She also mentioned that the city would be taking her property.  Mayor Burns reminded the council that the proposed site is on pre-existing  city right of way and that the city would probably have to take care of the maintenance on that sidewalk as it serves the home owner no purpose, similar to the Kingston St. sidewalk project conducted this year.


Employee Time sheets were presented and accepted.
The next regular meeting will be on Tuesday, November 12, 2013, at 6:00 p.m. 
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business before the Council, A motion to adjourn was made by Mayor Burns, second by Member Vick.  All voted in favor and the motion was declared carried to adjourn at 7:15 p.m.
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
